ESA Program Update

A An Appeals Court hearing date is set for Aug 5.

A On May 20, the state Attorney General asked the state
Supreme Court to reverse the orders to stop the
Implementation of the program, and hear the case
challenging the constitutionality of the program.

A On May 20, the Institute for Justice also announced it
will ask the Tennessee Supreme Court to allow the ESA
program to continue and take jurisdiction over the case.

A On May 26, the Curriculum, Testing, & Innovation
Subcommittee in the House did not move forward with
efforts to delay or stop the implementation of the ESA
program.

A On June 3, the Senate Education Committee will discuss
the bill that as introduced deletes the TN ESA program.
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TN Teacher Jobs Connection

A TDOElaunched the TN Teacher Jobs Connection this
week.

A With over 1,200 teaching vacancies across the state
of Tennessee, and a pandemic that has limited
traditional recruiting methods, the department
launched this new Iinitiative to support districts in
finding and hiring great teachers.

A On a weekly basis, the department will send out
information collected from interested educators
to TASPAmembers, who serve as human resources
professionals for districts across Tennessee.

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Equitable Services Overview

A A local educational agency (LEA) that receives funds
under the Elementary and Secondary School Emergency
Relief Fund (ESSER Fund) (CARES Agt18003) must
provide equitable services to students and teachers In
nonpublic schools in the same manner as provided
under the Elementary and Secondary Education Act of
1965 (ESEA)X 1117 (CARES Ac 18005(a)).
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A Each LEA must reach out to all eligible nonpublic schools
located within their geographic area, including both those
that have historically participated in equitable services
and those that have not.
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
